Effects of this medicine
Thiamine disulfide is metabolized to thiamine (vitamin B,) and acts as a coenzyme for metabolic enzymes.
It is usually used to prevent and treat vitamin B, deficiency, to supplement when dietary intake is insufficient due to
increased vitamin B; demand, and to treat Wernicke’s encephalitis, heart failure from beriberi, and various symptoms
thought to be related to vitamin B, deficiency or metabolic disorders (nerve pain, muscle pain / joint pain, peripheral
neuritis / peripheral nerve palsy, gastrointestinal motility disorders such as constipation, and postoperative
intestinal palsy).

The following patients may need to be careful when using this medicine.Be sure to tell your doctor and
pharmacist.
«If you have previously experienced any allergic reactions (itch, rash, etc.) to any medicines or foods.
«If you are pregnant or breastfeeding.
«If you are taking any other medicinal products. (Some medicines may interact to enhance or diminish medicinal
effects. Beware of over—the—counter medicines and dietary supplements as well as other prescription medicines.)
