Effects of this medicine
This medicine is for killing liver cancer cells by dehydrating them and coagulating their proteins.
It is usually used to treat hepatocellular carcinoma through percutaneous ethanol injection.

The following patients may need to be careful when using this medicine.Be sure to tell your doctor and
pharmacist.
+If you have previously experienced any allergic reactions (itch, rash, etc.) to any medicines or foods.
If you have hypersensitivity to ethanol, ascites, liver dysfunction or a bleeding tendency.
«If you are pregnant or breastfeeding.
+If you are taking any other medicinal products. (Some medicines may interact to enhance or diminish medicinal
effects. Beware of over—the—counter medicines and dietary supplements as well as other prescription medicines.)

Dosing schedule (How to take this medicine)

+In general, this medicine is administered percutaneously into the hepatocytes, with a limit of once a day and twice a
week.

Precautions while taking this medicine
+Pay attention to any changes in your overall physical condition if you have a low tolerance for alcohol.
«If you are breastfeeding, avoid breastfeeding while taking this medicine.

Possible adverse reactions to this medicine

The most commonly reported adverse reactions include decreased blood pressure, fever, abdominal pain, nausea,

loss of appetite, malaise and drunken feeling. If any of these symptoms occur, consult with your doctor or pharmacist.
The symptoms described below are rarely seen as initial symptoms of the adverse reactions indicated
in brackets. If any of these symptoms occur, stop taking this medicine and see your doctor
immediately.

+pale face, chest pain, consciousness disturbance [shock]

*squeezing chest pain, respiratory distress [myocardial infarction]
The above symptoms do not describe all the adverse reactions to this medicine. Consult with your
doctor or pharmacist if you notice any symptoms of concern other than those listed above.
